
Chimera investigates the way in which our bodies are diffused by 
ghostly presences, be they the sexuality that escapes us or the bodies of 
those who have passed on that permanently inhabit us.  Death and 
sexuality are typically positioned as opposites. In Chimera, however, 
they appear as complementary, corporeal partners.  The erotic here 
brings death into a new light, while death recharges the living.
